New Membership Activities – Remainder of our 2020 – 2021 Year 

With just over 4 months to go in this Lions Year, many clubs are still to implement a 

well planned and structured Membership Growth plan or have not held major 

recruiting event.  Obviously the Covid-19 virus and the associated restrictions on 

gatherings and travel have meant it has been difficult to hold, let alone plan any 

major activities.  However, even with all the problems associated with the Covid-19 

virus, some districts have increased their numbers significantly. 

So, before we invest all that time, and in some cases money, in that new membership 

drive, let’s review some of the important aspects regarding membership and reasons for 

joining AND leaving! 

Why do people join Lions.  Our surveys constantly report the following 3 main reasons: for 

joining Lions: 

• To give back to the Community 

• To meet people and make new friends 

• They want to raise funds for services in their community 

So, remember these key points when marketing your club and try and make those 

linkages with prospective members. 

The majority of members that leave Lions, do so with less than 5 years’ service.  

Approximately 20% of new members who resign, do so with less than 1 years’ service.  

Nearly 60% of new members leaving, do so because their reasons for joining or 

expectations were not or were only partially met. 

And the reasons for leaving, again it was clear, across all Lions regardless of years’ service 

were: 

• Conflict within the club 

• Club was old fashioned/boring 

• Club was poorly managed 

So, before we invite prospects to our club, or plan that big membership drive, remember to take a look 

at your club, honestly analyse the status of your club and fix any issues.  If not, the facts speak for 

themselves; people will not come back after that first visit or will leave the club after only a very short 

time trying to serve their community.  Therefore, 

• Make sure a good impression is made, ensure the prospect sees a united service minded group 

that wants to, and does good things in the community and have fun while doing it. 

• Make sure you choose the new members mentor/sponsor carefully, remembering the image you 

want to promote to the new members, especially if they are younger than most of the current 

membership. 

• Make sure your club has a variety of service activities, so they have choices to make on how best 

they can serve their community and importantly, make sure all have fun doing it whether its 

meetings, fundraising or service activities.  Have fun.  People are looking for both a valued 

community experience as well as personal friendship and fun social activities.

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The seed for the idea for a Victorian Skin Cancer Van was planted at the 2016 National Convention in 
Echuca where we had the Western Australian Lions Van giving screening tests. 

After more than three years of work, finding donations from many and varied places, working out plans 
for the best unit we could put on the road, finding the builder to trust with the project, to finally seeing it 
come to fruition at the Launch by our Governor at Government house on March 10

th
 this year. 

Barb and I we privileged to be at Government House and were very proud to see Echuca Lions Club on 
the side of the van as one of the major contributors. 

This is the proud team at the first viewing of the Van. They have worked tirelessly to achieve this goal. 
We now have qualified volunteer drivers and volunteer screeners who have undergone many hours of 
training with professionals.  

Our Truck and Mobile Van which has wheelchair access at the rear will be a great asset to the people of 
Victoria especially Regional areas. The cost of the van and unit is over $350 thousand dollars and is 
fully paid for by the many Club donations, as well as generous benefactors and donations from our 
Australian and International Lions Foundations, including $100 thousand US dollars from LCIF.  

The mobile unit will travel around Victoria and into Southern New South Wales, conducting skin 
screenings for free. Volunteers who have undergone training with professionals, will conduct skin 
checks and recommend further action if needed.  

It is not their task to diagnose – simply to check and refer on. Lions Clubs from across the V Districts are 
asked to book the unit when it has been through its testing procedures and provide publicity and support 
for the team. 

Each visit to a town or area will be a focal point for positive publicity about avoiding skin cancer and 
about acting quickly if any is found. Also great publicity for our Lions Club. 

On a practice weekend where twenty people were screened two serious lesions were found and 
referred on. There will always be ongoing expenses, fuel, registration, insurance, accommodation for 

screeners where required etc. Our 
continued support of this project 
has the potential to save lives.

Tree Project: We are growing trees to help improve our damaged ecosystems and make a more 
sustainable future and a healthy environment for our families of the future. 

The club has 4 kits, each Kit comprises of 7 boxes with 48 tubes in each box, totalling 336 trees. 
Overall we should have 1,344 trees. However, some species have not germinated very well 
which appears to be the general trend throughout all growers in Victoria. 

Our seeds were planted late December and mid January and our strike rate was very good 
according to our coordinator. All kits have now been transplanted with one tree in each tube. 
Watering has decreased from twice a day to every 2-3 days and the seedlings are open more to 
the elements of the weather. At the end of each month we record our numbers on a 
spreadsheet for TreeProject. We have had a percentage of loss due to transplanting. However, 
even very slow growing, most are doing ok and we should have the required numbers at the 
end of our growing period.

Peppermint, Mountain Swamp Gum & Apple Box.  

We have one variety only in the following species – Acacia - Varnish Wattle.  

Calytrix Tetragona – Common Fringe Myrtle. Callistemon - River Bottlebrush.  

Allocasuarina (Stricta) – Drooping Shea Oak. Dillwynia sericea – Showy Parrot Pea. 

The most interesting have been our Brachychiton Populneus - Kurrajongs – even though they 
are still germinating some are quiet large with their little bottle -shaped trunks and they are a 
breeze to transplant unlike most of the other species.

Yarrawonga Lions – Stamp Collection – “Walk with Pride” 

A very generous stamp collect was recently donated to the Lions 
Club of Yarrawonga.  V Districts Lions Stamp Club Co-ordinator 
Lion Robert Birch travelled to Yarrawonga to pick up this 
collection. This will then be sorted and sent to Sydney and placed 
in a special auction. 

Lions Australia commenced a used stamp recycling project  in 
1991. From 1991 to 2004, 2 tonne of used stamps were collected and given to the NSW 
Institute for Deaf and Blind Children in Sydney where they sorted and sold them at auction to 
raised  funds for the school. 

In 2004 a decision was made to support the Australian Lions Children’s Mobility Foundation 
and that we would recycle all the stamps donated and sell them at the auction ourselves. To 
date almost $200,000 (including $100,000 in the last 2 Lions years) has been donated to 
ALCMF and this figure continues to increase as more clubs come on board.  

Lions within Australia are working hand in hand with the State Cerebral Palsy Associations to 
assist children who are affected by Cerebral Palsy, providing funding for Hart Walkers and 
other mobility devices to allow children to stand and walk to the best of their ability. The Motto 
of the Australian Lions Children’s Mobility Foundation is “Walk With Pride”. Mission Statement 
is “To fund mobility devices for children with disabilities, giving these children a chance to 
walk”.
