This has proven to
be a most powerful tool in keeping interest in meetings,
and high percentage attendance. Make sure to warmly
welcome all visitors, and before closing the meeting thank
them for attending. In the last edition of the Lion | referred
members to various support material from LCI that can
assist Club leaders with the task of running Club meetings.

¢ Give Lions tasks they will enjoy. One of the features of a
Lions Club is the opportunity for us to make use of a very
wide range of talents, skills and life experiences that Lions
members bring into our organisation.
