Home gardeners essentlal to control efforts.
The 2020/21 Queensland fruit fly season has been
longer and more severe than usual.
What you do now will impact fruit fly numbers in your
garden next spring. Fruit fly hot spots
Increased fly pressure has come about due to
warmer and wetter weather than usual and the
presence of more unharvested fruit still on-trees or
fallen to the ground.
Hot spots identified in our area between July 2020
and May 2021 are:
*Nagambie ¢ Tatura urban ¢ Numurkah
* Katamatite * Merrigum ¢ Mooroopna
*Euroa *Avenel ¢Congupna *Shepparton urban

Ripe fruit still on the plant or ground can still be
infested by fruit fly right now in most areas of the
GMV. Generally, from May onwards, eggs, larvae and
pupae from these infested fruit will die due to
prolonged cold nights. However, some fruit may still
be on-trees or on the ground in warmer, more moist
microclimates in and around backyards.

It is important to pick, or pick up, and destroy
unwanted fruit at this time of year, as adult flies may
emerge from these fruit. These flies will hide in
relatively warm spots in evergreen plants throughout
winter and avoid traps due to the cold temperature,
so won't be detected until spring when the weather

warms up and fruit get stung.

Things to do (in May - or now if you haven’t already!)

e Pick up and dispose of (place in a plastic bag in the
sun for 5 days and then throw out with the weekly
garbage/compost) any fallen fruit in your yard, on
the nature strip, on nearby creek banks or parks.

e Pick fruit still on the plant and use or dispose of as
above.

e Prune your trees to keep them at a manageable
height for next season’s fruit picking or for netting.

e Check ripe and ripening fruit for signs of fruit fly
infestation - soft patches, brown to black sting
marks, maggots.

o Check traps are within the use-by date and replace
or recharge with new baits if required.

e Place traps around the house, especially in
evergreen foliage near the house e.g. the lemon
tree.

e Netting around most trees can be removed now but
should remain if you have ripe or ripening fruit still
in your yard.

e If you have fruit trees that you don’t use, consider
removing them completely through the free Fruit
Tree Removal Program and replacing with a non-

fruiting plant.

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Now that the pandemic is being
successfully addressed many Lions
Club who collected spectacles during
the past 12 months have been
forwarding them to our PO Box,
showing the continuing success of ﬁ

the 1500 Lions Clubs plus 500 other ™

groups collecting around 20,000 per

week which are forwarded to our centre each week.

Earlier this year, in the middle of the COVID Crisis, we
wrote to the Lions Clubs of Australia concerning the
temporary need to slow down the forwarding of used
spectacles from clubs to our Postal Address in Clontarf
DC 4019 (on the Redcliffe Peninsula area of Southern
Queensland).

An overwhelming majority of Lions Clubs and related
groups, involved in the Recycling programme helped
us spread the forwarding of used spectacles, sunglasses,
contact lens (new) and other optical equipment.

In December 2020 the Lions Club received a lease to'a
second building also in Redcliffe; our Gambling Fund
application was successful and 8 extra lensometers
have been received to broaden our capacity to refurbish
the growing number of spectacles received by the
Centres. Whilst we have been able to cope with the
overflow from last year, we are having difficulty in
refurbishing the number forwarded, especially as our
workforce to undertake the refurbishment has taken a
longer period that previously expected to handle the
increased supply. Coupling this challenge is that the
number of outlets overseas are only slowly recovering
from the pandemic and border closures.

Already the extra building has relieved the pressure at
Lamington Drive by lowering its storage needs and
thereby increasing its capacity to sort, wash, grade and
prepare for export; doubling our capacity through the
two buildings. Unfortunately, expansion and capacity
to complete the refurbishment programme takes time,
the energy and great support from our Lions Clubs ,
families and friends.

We hope to further expand our operation in the two
centres in the coming winter months resulting in an
increase in finished product and its distribution to
humanitarian groups in need of growing supplies, but
this 1s progressive.

Thank you for your patience in helping spread out the
delivery of used spectacles to our Post Office Box in
prior months and hopefully your club may be able to
further spread-out its delivery of used spectacles,

The success of the programme starts with the half
million people of Australia, who need each year to
replace their prescription spectacles due to age or
increasing need, or unfortunately have worn spectacles
for close on their lifetime.

To the Presidents and Members of the Lions, Leo and Lioness Clubs of the “V” Districts

“Lions House” has been operating now for over 7 years supporting families of patients being treated at either
the Mercy Hospital for Women, Austin Hospital, Heidelberg Repatriation Hospital and the Olivia Newton-John
Wellness Centre.

To date, over 1,467 families have been accommodated at “Lions House” since its inception because of your
generosity and support. This equates to over 24,000 days stayed by families. The continued support of the
Clubs throughout the “V” Districts is essential for the long-term viability of the Foundation. The “Capital Fund”
which was established to support the future needs is growing slowly, but the day to day operational needs are
what the Lions Club help us with.

As a Foundation, we are fully aware of the impact COVID has had on Clubs over the past 12+ months. We too
have been impacted and for Lions House after implementing our COVID plan saw our ability to accommodate
families reduced by nearly two-thirds because of distancing requirements and facilities. This has impacted
the number of people that could be accommodated over the period but we still could operate and did so,
while observing our restrictions. | am very pleased to say we had no issues and are now starting to see our
accommodation numbers increase and things start to get back to normal “or as normal as can be” for the
hospitals.

We did get the opportunity to carry out the planned repainting of the “House” by doing this area by area and
moving residents around. Updated bedding and linen was also purchased so as to bring the standards back
to the high level we always wish to operate by. With the occupancy levels reduced from the normal 80% ca-
pacity, we are now working back to that from around 30% over the COVID period. This of course impacted our
income but with reduced costs because of lower numbers we have managed to maintain our operations
costs.

During the past year, the Foundation has appreciated the continued wonderful support of many individual
Lions and some business supporters who supply toiletries they collect and donate to us. This allows us to pro-
vide a pack to those residents who arrive without any initial personal needs and this get them through until
they have the time to get what they need from local shops or items arrive from home.

Lions House Foundation Trustee - Lion Ann Trowbridge is available and keen to speak to Districts and Clubs
about the Foundation and the operations of Lions House. Ann will be looking forward to meeting Clubs when
they start to get back to full operations. Please contact the Foundation to arrange a visit by Ann when you are
ready... she would be delighted to attend.

We ask that if you can, please give the Lions House Foundation some consideration once again this year as
your support is vital to the on-going success of this facility... remember, there may be someone close to you
that will need accommodation and you can be proud that with your support, you made it possible.
